Once you have started Switchlt! — Scenes, a screen like the one below will appear after a
few seconds. Click anywhere on this screen with the mouse to begin.
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Once the game begins, you can access the menu bar by moving your mouse towards the
top of the screen. The following bar should appear:

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Clicking on the Menu button brings up the following screen. Here you can set your
preferences.
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1 — Here you can save and re-open your preferences. This will be discussed later in the
guide.

2

- Debounce — if Switchlt! — Scenes is recognising a single switch press as multiple
presses, increasing this setting will eliminate it.

- Pre-Acceptance Delay — this setting tells Switchlt! — Scenes how long a switch should be
held down before it accepts it as input.

- Mouse - this allows the game to be played by clicking anywhere on the screen with the
mouse.

- Single Switch — this allows the game to be played by clicking on a single switch.

- Double Switch Alternate — this allows the game to be played with 2 switches that have to
be clicked alternately.

- Double Switch Random - this allows the game to be played with 2 switches that have to
be clicked randomly (slightly harder).

Simply click on the option that you want to use. A yellow ball shows that it has been
selected.
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4 — Here, you can select which of the 10 scenes will be used and whether they are run
through in order or randomly.

5 — Here, you can select the background colour that the scene is built up against. Click on
the white square with the mouse to bring up the choice of colours. Click on the one you
want with the mouse. You can also set the colour of the switches you are using. To do this,
click on the picture of the switch with the mouse to bring up the choice of colours. Click on
the one you want with the mouse.

6 — Here, you can select whether Switchlt! — Scenes prompts the user with voice
commands and displays error indicators if the wrong switch is pressed.

7 — Serial Switches allows switches connected to the computer to be configured. Click on
the drop down boxes to select what each switch should do. It is recommended that one
switch to set to Space and one is set to Enter. Click on OK when you have finished.

8 — If you are using an IntelliKeys keyboard, clicking on this with the mouse will send an
overlay to your keyboard to allow you to use it with Switchlt! — Scenes.

9

- 1 Step — completes the full scene with 1 click of the mouse or a switch.

- 1 Step with Pauses — completes the full scene with 1 click of the mouse or a switch but
animates each part of the scene first allowing the user to watch.

- 3 Steps / 5 Steps — require 3 / 5 clicks of the mouse or a switch to complete the scene.

10 — Replaces the text in the menu bar with pictures as below:
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11 — Clicking on OK closes the options screen and takes you back to the game. Clicking
on Exit closes Switchlt! — Scenes.

Saving Preferences:

To save your preferences, click on Save. The following screen will appear. Type in a name
for your file (e.g. Scenes) and click on Save.
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To open your preferences file again, click on Open. The following screen will appear.
Select the file you saved previously and click on Open.
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
